On July 12, 2023, our entourage of approximately 80 intrepid singers and 40 guests (super
fans, "roadies,” and family members) depart for Europe. Upon arrival, everyone will have a
free day to explore Mozart's birthplace and to see for themselves if the hills are truly “alive with
the sound of music” in Salzburg, Austria before our kick-off performance in the 17th-century
Baroque masterpiece, Salzburg Cathedral (where Mozart was baptized!). We then trek to
Munich, Germany for a performance in the Old City Center and raise a stein after the
concert — Prostl We bid “auf Wiedersehen” and head over the Channel to Jolly Olde
England for a day of sightseeing around London, followed by performances with the Bath
Philharmonia in Oxford’s historic Sheldonian Theatre and the medieval Bath Abbey.
After exploring the Roman and Georgian-era treasures of Bath, the Tour culminates in a final
performance with the Bournemouth Symphony in the majestic and Gothic Salisbury
Cathedral. We hail “Cheerio” and depart for home on July 24, 2023.
